They should establish a plan to increase lodge membership by promoting 
lodge membership campaigns and recognizing those members that bring in new 
members. They should be focused on retaining at least 95% of the lodge’s present 
membership. They should be promoting volunteerism for everything your lodge 
does. They should never be afraid to ask anyone to volunteer for anything.          
Volunteerism is the backbone of the Loyal Order of Moose. It is how we have       
survived all these many years. Please read your Moose magazine. It is filled on 
every page with volunteers doing great things in their lodges and communities. 
They should be recognizing their volunteers every chance they can. The more 
members you recognize the more you will get to volunteer. They should be working 
every single day to make your lodge the Friendliest Place in Town. Leadership now 
more than ever is what is needed to get our lodges through these tough times. We 
need leaders in our Lodge’s, District’s, and Association. When you put your name 
in to run for office please make sure you are going to be able to commit all the time 
necessary to help your lodge have a successful year.  Please strive during your 
year as an officer to lead by example and ensure there are activities planned every 
day to make your lodge a place that your members want to spend their time.
